Thefts of Taxpayer
Money

Note to thieves: Don't get stopped on
a traffic violation while you’re carrying
stolen goods and electronics in your car.
One pathetic criminal was stopped while
transporting electronics that were bought
by an in-house thief at the VA who was in
charge of buying goods with government
credit cards.

The VA thief had handed over part of
his $200,000 stash of stolen electronics to
have them sold by his thief partner. Found
in the traffic stop were phones, a gun with
a magazine, stolen credit cards and a pile
of cash. At the VA thief’s home additional
electronic items were found.

Unfortunately, these thieves will only
serve a year in prison, but they do have to
pay back nearly $200,000.

The VA’s Office of Inspector General
(along with the IRS and the SBA) was in
on the investigation of a thief who stole
$1 million in CARES Act funds — and
bought himself a 9-hole golf course. The
Coronavirus Aid, Relief and Economic
Security money wasto help small businesses
stay afloat through the Covid pandemic, a
loan to be used for payroll, rent, mortgage
and other business expenses.

The thief owned four companies at the
time and applied for economic injury money
on al of them because he wasn't able to
get a standard bank loan for the golf course
purchase. When applying for the money,
he neglected to mention that one of the
companies was being sold to someone else
at thetime.

He could have gotten up to 20 years in
prison and a fine of $250,000. Instead, he
was sentenced to only 15 months in prison
and a year of supervised release — after
fraudulently obtaining over amillion dollars
of taxpayer money.

Perhaps taxpayers will get the money
back: The golf courseis currently for sale.

U.S. Gaming Revenue Sets Record
The U.S. commercial (non-tribal) gaming
industry hit a record high for gross gaming
revenue (GGR) in calendar-year 2025,
generating $78.7 billion, a 9.2% increase
over 2024'stotal, according to the American
Gaming Association’s Commercial Gaming
Revenue Tracker. Casino games earned
$50.9 billion, up 2.3%, sports betting won a
hair under $17 billion on a total handle of
$167 hillion (a hold of 11%), and igaming
hit $10.7 billion, a 22.8% increase year
over year. All 38 commercial gaming
markets recorded annual revenue increases
in 2025. All told, casinos, sports books,
and online gambling paid $18.1 hillion in
taxes. Tribal casinos, meanwhile, generated
their own record in GGR, $43.9 hillion, for
fiscal year 2024 (reported in July 2025),
marking a 4.6% increase over the previous
fiscal year. This revenue, derived from 532
gaming operations in 29 dates, was the
fourth consecutive year of record-breaking
performance. Gambling inthe U.S. isa$125
billion or so industry.

Las Vegas Bets on Canada

The Las Vegas Convention and Visitors
Authority board of directors will consider
a contract worth up to $6 million over five
years to fund targeted marketing in Canada.
The move comes after one of the worst
years for Canadian visitation in the city’'s
modern history. The importance of Canadian
visitors to Las Vegas cannot be overstated.
In 2025, the destination had nearly 1.2
million visitors from Canada, which
accounts for 25% of al internationa visitors
to the Las Vegas destination. Canada has
been one of the top two countries sending
international visitors to Las Vegas since
2000. The LVCVA estimated that while the
total number of visitors to Vegas between
January and November 2025 dropped 7.4%
year over year, visitors from Canada fell by

Itisapolitical
one. In a Longwoods International tracking
study from August 2025, 63% of Canadian
travelers said they were less likely to visit
the United States, citing politics as a reason.
Among those who said U.S. policy affects
their travel choices, 80% noted that tariffs
were key deterrents, and 71% said they were
put off by political statements by American
leaders. President Trump's tariffs on
Canadian goods and his repeated suggestion
that Canada could become the 51st U.S.

As aresult, many Canadians redirected their
travel dollars toward destinations within
Canada, Mexico, Europe, and the Caribbean.

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Cheap Meals Start in
the Pantry

When grocery prices rise, and we begin to
search for savings, many people assume the
solution must be found at the store. New sdes.
New subgtitutions. New strategies. But the truth
is far less difficult and far more comforting.

Chesp medls don't start a the grocery store.
They gart at home, with what you aready have.

Most households are dtting on the
framework of dozensof mealswithoutrealizing
it. Rice, beans, pasta, canned tomatoes, frozen
vegetables, onions. Thesearen't oddsand ends.
They're infrastructure, and they’ re probably in
your pantry.

The pantry is where inexpensive cooking
becomes possible.

Before planning the week’s meals, open the
pantry and freezer and take inventory with
curiosity. Ask one simple question: What
mesdls are already halfway made?

When you cook from the pantry first, the
grocery store becomes a supporting character
instead of the star of the show. You stop
shopping for meals and start shopping to finish
meals. That shift alone can dramatically reduce
your grocery hill.

Pantry-based meals rely on shelf stable
ingredients that stretch easily, welcome
substitutions and adapt to whatever you have
on hand.

A well-used pantry reduces waste, one of
the most expensive habits in any kitchen.
Food thrown away is money thrown away, and
pantry cooking gives forgotten ingredients and
small leftovers a second chance.

This isn't about deprivation. It's about
competence.

This meal-prep-friendly curried chickpea
sdad is a good example of what pantry
competence looks like. Made primarily from
shelf-stableingredients, it can stand on itsown
or shift roles depending on the meal. Spoon
it over greens, tuck it into a pita or wrap, pile
it onto toast or serve it alongside a sandwich
or bowl of rice. It’s flexible and adapts to
whatever the day requires.

CURRIED CHICKPEA SALAD
Yield: 4 servings
Total Time: 30 minutes
1/2 cup mayonnaise or Greek yogurt
1 tablespoon curry powder
1 teaspoon cumin
1/2 teaspoon turmeric powder
1 tablespoon lemon juice
1 teaspoon red wine vinegar
1/2 teaspoon granulated sugar
1/4 teaspoon black pepper
1/2 cup celery, minced
1/4 cup red onion, minced
1/4 cup green onion, thinly dliced
2 (15-ounce) canslow or no sodium
garbanzo beans (chickpeas), drained
1/2 cup fresh cilantro or pardey,
chopped and loosely packed
1/4 teaspoon salt, optional

In a medium bowl, whisk together the
mayonnaise or Greek yogurt, curry, cumin,
turmeric, lemon juice, vinegar, sugar and
black pepper until smooth. Taste and adjust as
needed. Set aside.

Mince the celery and onion, thinly dice the
green onions, and roughly chop the cilantro or
pardey.

Drain and rinse the chickpeas well. For a
creamier, more scoopable salad, lightly mash
about a quarter of the chickpeas with a fork.
Leave the rest whole for texture.

Add the chickpesas, celery, both onions and
herbs to the bowl with the dressing. Stir gently
until everything is evenly coated.

Taste and add salt if needed. Chill for 20-30
minutes to let the flavors settle or serve right
away if you're hangry.

Why add black pepper? Turmeric’s active
compound, curcumin, is hard for the body
to absorb on its own. Black pepper boosts
absorption by up to 2,000%, making this a
smart pairing, not just a flavorful one.

Once you know how to turn pantry staples
into real meals, you gain flexibility. You’re less
vulnerable to price swings, less tempted by
takeout on tired nights and more confident you
can feed yourself well even when things get
tight. Cheap meals come from building skills,
learned in the pantry.

Shopping for salmon at your local fish
market or grocery store can be a red-life
geography lesson for your kids, so be sure
to take them aong. Alaska, Maine, Chile,
Norway — the places of origin read like a
world atlas as you check out the signs and
labels. Spin a globe when you get home and
discover together where your dinner was
swimming.

Besides sharpening geography skills, this
good-for-you fish that is rich in heart-healthy
omega 3 fatty acids, vitamins and mineralsis
also super easy to prepare. All this makes a
family hungry!

Here's our favorite recipe, made with a
sweet honey glaze that young sous chefs can
stir up. Top with chopped nuts or herbs from
your garden and roast in a hot oven while the
table is being set, napkins are getting dipped
into rings, and beverages are being poured.

HONEY-GLAZED ROASTED
SALMON FILLETS
Serves4
— 4 salmon fillets, about 6 ounces each

— Y4 cup olive ail

— 2 tablespoons honey

-- Sdlt, to taste

— 4 tablespoons chopped pecans, or
1 tablespoon coarsdy chopped fresh
rosemary and 1 tablespoon coarsely
chopped fresh thyme

— 2 lemons, cut into wedges or thin dlices

Preheat oven to 425 F. Line a baking sheet
with foil and spray with cooking spray. Place
salmon fillets skin-side down on the prepared
sheet. Sprinkle with salt.

Pour olive oil and honey into a small bowl
and stir to combine well. Spoon the mixture
generously over the fillets. Press the nuts on
top, or sprinkle with herbs.

Bake in the oven until completely cooked
through, about 10-15 minutes, or until fish
flakes readily with the tip of a fork. Use a
spatula to transfer fish to dinner plates.

Serve hot over sdad greens that have been
tossed with alight vinaigrette and topped with
thin lemon dlices, or set alemon wedge to the
Side.

Extra“Peachy” Idea: As spring approaches,
serve with fresh grilled peaches for a tasty,
sweet, modern side.

To prepare, cut 2 almost-ripe peaches in
half. Let kids remove the pits and brush the
cut sideswith the honey and olive oil mixture
before coating the salmon.

Spray a grill pan with cooking spray and
place the halves cut-side down on medium
heat on your stove for 5-7 minutes, or until
grill marks appear. Flip over to rounded side
for an additional minute. Set on dinner plates
with salmon and salad.

Lucky Lotto News

$1.8 Billion Powerball Winner

An Arkansas lottery player officially
claimed more than $1.8 billion in winnings
after winning the Christmas Eve 2025
Powerball drawing. The individual recently
stepped forward as the winner of the
Dec. 24 Powerball drawing, the second-
largest jackpot in both Powerball and U.S.
lottery history, according to the Arkansas
Scholarship Lottery. It marked the largest
jackpot in 2025 too, the Associated
Press noted. The winner matched all five
white balls and the red Powerball with the
numbers 4, 25, 31, 52, 59 and red Powerball
19. They opted to take the one-time $834.9
million pre-tax cash option. Sharon Strong,
executive director of ASL, said the winner
“took the time to seek legal counsd and
financial advice” as recommended by lottery
officials before officially claiming their
prize.

Wishing Well Walk Brings Win

The day after a chance walk put her in the
path of a wishing well, a mom ended up
getting exactly what she hoped for. Rebecca
Hulatt, 43, recently took home a £250,000
prize (approximately $340,000) from the
U.K.’s National Lottery Instant Win Game.
Hulatt, who works as a nurse, told lottery
officials that just before her big win, she was
taking a walk in the Peak District with her
19-year-old son Brandon—something that
only happened because his car happened to
break down. “Before Brandon met up with
his friends, we went for a walk and came
across a little wishing well tucked away
on the trail,” she said. “We both threw in
50p. He wished for a new car, | wished to
come into some money.” After a long shift
at the hospital the very next day, the nurse
explained that she “decided to unwind by
playing aNationa Lottery Instant Win Game
and suddenly saw I’d won.” Hulatt’s first big

purchase with her lottery funds was a new
Audi Al for Brandon, who was struggling to
get by with his old vehicle. “To think that
both our wishes came true at the same time
is just unbelievable,” Hulatt added. “The
Peak District already held special memories
for us, but now it feels like the most magical
place in the world.” A longtime racing fan,
Hulatt told lottery officials that she’s looking
forward to spending more time at the tracks
alongside her son. She’'s also placed an offer
on a larger home with more green space.
“Having a garden of my own feels like such
a dream. | can’t wait to stretch my green
fingers again and just spend time outdoors at
home,” she added.

Epic Royal Streak

The hope of al video poker players is to
hit a royal flush. Sometimes it takes weeks,
even months or years before you hit one;
other times, you might just get lucky and
hit one or two right quick. Think that's
impossible? Read on because I'm going to
share with you a remarkable streak of royal
flushes that happened to me. (I'm doing this
not to gloat or boast about my good fortune
but rather to show you it can happen even
with long odds.)

My streak began when | hit two roya

Jacks or Better. This was certainly exciting
but it's nothing compared to what happened
next.

My wife and | went to Las Vegas for a
two-week vacation and during this time |
hit three more royal flushes and she hit two.
When we returned home, | proceeded to hit
six more royal flushes over the course of one
month. Final tally was 11 royal flushes over
aperiod of about two months.

Several of the royal flushes were
memorable. In one session, | was dedlt a
royal. (The odds of this happening are 1
in 649,740). On three consecutive playing
sessions, | was dedlt only one four-card
royal flush over roughly six hours of play.
Each time | hit the draw button | got the card
I needed for a royal flush. In one stretch, I hit
four royal flushes in each of four consecutive
trips to the same casino. (I wound up with
seven royals in eight consecutive playing
Sessions.)

It certainly takes abit of luck to get aroyal
streak like mine but it's also important that
you know the right playing strategies. For
example, in one of my hands | was dealt a
high pair along with a four-card royal flush.
Many players would hold the paying high
pair rather than hold the four cards to the
royal. That's a costly mistake; in the long
run, you'll earn more money by holding the
four cards to the royal (yes, most times you
won't draw the card you need for the royal
but it only has to happen once to more than
make up for the losses). Needless to say, |
made the correct play, held the four cards to

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the royal and got the card | needed on the
draw for a royal flush.

In another hand, | was dedlt a three-card
straight flush that contained one gap along
with two cards to the royal flush. Most players
when confronted with this hand would hold
the three cards to the straight flush; however,
that is another mistake. The correct play is
to hold the two suited high cards (i.e., two
cards to the royal) over the three cards to the
straight flush with gaps. (This is what I did
and, fortunately, got the three cards | needed
on the draw for a royal flush.)

Do you get my point about the importance
of knowing the playing strategy? If | didn’t
play the above two hands correctly, | would
have missed out on two potentia royal
flushes during my streak.

Sometimes, even using perfect playing
strategy, you can go hand after hand without
getting a royal flush. I know this can be
frustrating. However, if you continue to
practice the playing strategies at home on
your computer so that you can play every
hand perfectly in a casino, take along a
strategy card when you do play just in
case, and have enough bankroll to weather
those inevitable royal flush droughts, you’ll
still be in the game when the royals finally
come. Just don’t abandon the ship—stay the
course by playing only games that return
over 99.5% with perfect playing strategy,
have enough playing bankroll, and take
advantage of casino promotions to increase
your cashback and bounce back, and in the
long run you’ll do just fine.

But in the
meantime, it's up to you to provide structure
and training to reinforce the behavior you
want in Jenks. If these efforts don’t seem
to improve the constant barking, talk with
your vet about addressing his anxiety with
medication.

Medicare Can Help
Smokers Kick the Habit

Dear Savvy Senior,

Does Medicare offer any coverage that
helps beneficiaries quit smoking?
—New Beneficiary

Dear New,

If you're ready to quit smoking, Medicare
can indeed help! Medicare Part B covers up
to eight face-to-face counseling sessions per
year to help you kick the habit, and if you
have a Medicare Part D prescription drug
plan, certain smoking-cessation medications
are covered as well. Here's a guide to help
you get started.

It’s Never Too Late

According to the Center of Disease
Control and Prevention (CDC) 8.3 percent
of Americans age 65 and older still smoke.
Many older smokersindicate that they would
like to quit, but because of the nicotine,
which is extremely addictive, it's very
difficult to do.

Tobacco use is the leading cause of
preventable illness, responsible for an
estimated one-fifth of deaths in the United
States each year. But research shows that
quitting, even after age 65, greatly reduces
your risk of heart disease, stroke, cancer,
osteoporosis and many other diseases. It
also helps you breathe easier, smell, and
taste better, and can save you money. An $8
pack-a-day smoker, for example, saves about
$240 after one month without cigarettes, and
nearly $2,880 after one year.

How to Quit

The first step you need to take is to set a
“quit date,” but give yourself afew weeksto
get ready. During that time, you may want to
start by reducing the number or the strength
of cigarettes you smoke to begin weaning
yourself.

Also check out over-the-counter nicotine
replacement products — patches, gum and
lozenges —to help curb your cravings (these
are not covered by Medicare). And just prior
to your quit day get rid of all cigarettes and
ashtrays in your home, car, and place of
work, and try to clean up and even spray
air freshener. The smell of smoke can be a
powerful trigger.

Get Help

Studies have shown that you have a much
better chance of quitting if you have help.
So, tell your friends, family, and coworkers
of your plan to quit. Others knowing can be
ahelpful reminder and motivator.

Then get some counseling. Don’'t go
it aone. Start by contacting your doctor
about smoking cessation counseling
covered by Medicare and find out about the
prescription antismoking drugs (bupropion
and varenicline) that can help reduce your
nicotine craving.

You can aso get free one-on-one
telephone counseling and referrals to local
smoking cessation programs through your
state quit line at 800-QUIT-NOW or call the
National Cancer Institute free smoking quit
line at 877-44U-QUIT.

It's also important to identify and write
down the times and situations you're most
likely to smoke and make a list of things
you can do to replace it or distract yourself.
Some helpful suggestions when the smoking
urge arises are to call afriend or one of the
free quit lines, keep your mouth occupied
with some sugar-free gum, sunflower seeds,
carrots, fruit or hard candy, go for a walk,
read a magazine, listen to music or take a
hot bath.

The intense urge to smoke lasts about
three to five minutes, so do what you can to
wait it out. It's also wise to avoid drinking
alcohol and steer clear of other smokers
while you're trying to quit. Both can trigger
powerful urges to smoke.

However, despite her efforts to abolish it,
Mother's Day remains a national reminder
to thank those who gave us life.

Fun facts: More phone calls are made
on Mother’s Day than any other day of the
year; 122 million in the US aone. In 2026,
Americans are projected to spend over $34
billion on Mom including roughly $3.2
billion on flowers. So, don’t forget to
honor your mother this month and every
month. Treat her to bingo, flowers, and
loving hugs. And remember, that includes
stepmothers, foster mothers, and all who
assume motherhood roles.

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Q: 1l would like to know the price of some
old wooden toys. | have a box of alphabet
blocks and abox of Lincoln Logs.

A: Alphabet blocks with carved, molded
or painted letters sell for about $15 to $30.
Wooden blocks with lithographed paper
designs sell for higher prices, especialy
if they are in their original boxes. Vintage
Lincoln Logs sell for similar prices. Like
most toys, they are worth more with
the origina packaging. If you have the
packaging for your Lincoln Logs, it may
help you determine how old they are.

Alphabet blocks and Lincoln Logs are
not only classic construction toys; they both
have connections to a famous family of
architects. According to the Strong National
Museum of Play in New York, which
inducted alphabet blocksinto its Toy Hall of
Famein 2003,

Frank Lloyd Wright claimed that playing
with blocks as a child was what sparked
his interest in architecture. His son John,
also an architect, invented Lincoln Logs in
1916 and trademarked the name in 1923.
He was inspired by the earthquake-resi stant
construction used in the Imperial Hotel in
Tokyo, Japan, which hisfather had designed.

Initially, Lincoln Logs were made by
John Lloyd Wright's company, the Red
Square Toy Company. Playskool bought the
company in 1943. Therightsto Lincoln Logs
went to Milton Bradley in 1968 and Hasbro
in 1984. Some sets of plastic logs were made
in the 1970s and 1980s, but, other than that,
they are always wood.

Are You Paying For
Subscriptions You
Don’t Use?

Remember when you signed up on a tria
basis for a subscription, app or streaming
service, then decided you didn't like it and
never used it? Are you gtill paying for that?

They say that many of us have nearly
$20 per month in unused products, coming
to hundreds per year, that we've forgotten
about — but we're still paying for.

Now agood timeto clean up our expenses.
Theway to get started on identifying services
you aren't using is with your monthly
checking and credit card statements. Ideally
you're also saving at least a year of both,
because some subscriptions and services
only bill annually and won’'t show up on
your monthly statements.

Go through those statements and be sure
you can identify each and every item. The
annual ones might be hard to spot, but it's
worth finding them as most are on automatic
renewal.

With some items such as a weekly
newsletter, it might be going to a temporary
email address you created and then forgot
about.

Next to the deduction or expense on your
credit card or bank statement should be a
company name and phone number. Call
them! Ask for the service or subscription
to stop immediately, and ask for a partia
refund. You might get some money back!

Another clue is to go back through your
junk email. It's possible your subscription
was waylaid and you never saw it.

For the future, it's not that you should
never again sign up on atria for a service
or product, but that you need to beware of
when it will expire and you'll start being
charged. Make a note on your calendar to
decide whether you want to keep going (and
be charged) or contact them in advance to
have it stopped.

Remember, it's your money!
