Easy Sausage Apps
Dear Annie,

My hubby loves sausage. Do you have any 
recipes for an easy appetizer I can make with 
sausage? Thanks.
Deborah from Dallas, Texas

Dear Deborah,
Here are two fairly easy sausage recipes. 

“Sausage Balls” and “Pinwheels” are two of 
my favorite recipes. Enjoy. —Annie

SAUSAGE BALLS

3 cups buttermilk baking mix
1 pound pork sausage
4 cups shredded Cheddar cheese
½ teaspoon dried rosemary
½ teaspoon dried parsley flakes

Combine all the ingredients in mixer bowl. 
Beat at a low speed until well mixed, 
scraping the bowl frequently. Shape into 
1-inch balls. Place on an ungreased 10-by-
15-inch baking pan. Bake at 350 degrees for 
20 to 25 minutes or until brown. Remove 
from the pan immediately; drain.

PINWHEELS

1 8-ounce can crescent rolls
2 tablespoons melted butter
¼ cup Parmesan cheese
1-2 teaspoons oregano
8 brown and serve sausage links

Separate dough into four rectangles. Press 
perforations to seal. Brush each piece with 
butter. Combine the cheese and oregano and 
sprinkle over the dough. Cut crosswise and 
form into squares. Roll up the sausage in the 
dough. Cut each roll into four pieces. Secure 
with a toothpick. Bake at 475 degrees for 15 
to 20 minutes.

5. Dynamic Ticket Pricing: Offer early-
bird discounts or VIP group packages to 
secure attendance and cover upfront costs 
early.

receipts and payouts, as required by state 
gaming commissions.

--Protect your event with the proper 
insurance to cover financial risks related to 
accidents or property damage.

Cadence Crossing Opening

Medicare Can Help 
Smokers Kick the Habit
Dear Savvy Senior,

Does Medicare offer any coverage that 
helps beneficiaries quit smoking?
–New Beneficiary

Dear New,
If you’re ready to quit smoking, Medicare 

can indeed help! Medicare Part B covers up 
to eight face-to-face counseling sessions per 
year to help you kick the habit, and if you 
have a Medicare Part D prescription drug 
plan, certain smoking-cessation medications 
are covered as well. Here’s a guide to help 
you get started.
It’s Never Too Late

According to the Center of Disease 
Control and Prevention (CDC) 8.3 percent 
of Americans age 65 and older still smoke. 
Many older smokers indicate that they 
would like to quit, but because of the 
nicotine, which is extremely addictive, it’s 
very difficult to do.

Tobacco use is the leading cause of 
preventable illness, responsible for an 
estimated one-fifth of deaths in the United 
States each year. But research shows that 
quitting, even after age 65, greatly reduces 
your risk of heart disease, stroke, cancer, 
osteoporosis and many other diseases. It also 
helps you breathe easier, smell, and taste 
better, and can save you money. An $8 pack-
a-day smoker, for example, saves about 
$240 after one month without cigarettes, and 
nearly $2,880 after one year.
How to Quit

The first step you need to take is to set a 
“quit date,” but give yourself a few weeks to 
get ready. During that time, you may want to 
start by reducing the number or the strength 
of cigarettes you smoke to begin weaning 
yourself.

Also check out over-the-counter nicotine 
replacement products – patches, gum and 
lozenges – to help curb your cravings (these 
are not covered by Medicare). And just prior 
to your quit day get rid of all cigarettes and 
ashtrays in your home, car, and place of 
work, and try to clean up and even spray 
air freshener. The smell of smoke can be a 
powerful trigger.
Get Help

Studies have shown that you have a much 
better chance of quitting if you have help. 
So, tell your friends, family, and coworkers 
of your plan to quit. Others knowing can be 
a helpful reminder and motivator.

Then get some counseling. Don’t go 
it alone. Start by contacting your doctor 
about smoking cessation counseling 
covered by Medicare and find out about the 
prescription antismoking drugs (bupropion 
and varenicline) that can help reduce your 
nicotine craving.

You can also get free one-on-one telephone 
counseling and referrals to local smoking 
cessation programs through your state quit 
line at 800-QUIT-NOW or call the National 
Cancer Institute free smoking quit line at 
877-44U-QUIT.

It’s also important to identify and write 
down the times and situations you’re most 
likely to smoke and make a list of things 
you can do to replace it or distract yourself. 
Some helpful suggestions when the smoking 
urge arises are to call a friend or one of the 
free quit lines, keep your mouth occupied 
with some sugar-free gum, sunflower seeds, 
carrots, fruit or hard candy, go for a walk, 
read a magazine, listen to music or take a hot 
bath.

The intense urge to smoke lasts about 
three to five minutes, so do what you can to 
wait it out. It’s also wise to avoid drinking 
alcohol and steer clear of other smokers 
while you’re trying to quit. Both can trigger 
powerful urges to smoke.

Cheap Meals Start in 
the Pantry

When grocery prices rise, and we begin 
to search for savings, many people assume 
the solution must be found at the store. New 
sales. New substitutions. New strategies. 
But the truth is far less difficult and far more 
comforting.

Cheap meals don’t start at the grocery store. 
They start at home, with what you already 
have.

Most households are sitting on the 
framework of dozens of meals without 
realizing it. Rice, beans, pasta, canned 
tomatoes, frozen vegetables, onions. These 
aren’t odds and ends. They’re infrastructure, 
and they’re probably in your pantry.

The pantry is where inexpensive cooking 
becomes possible.

Before planning the week’s meals, open the 
pantry and freezer and take inventory with 
curiosity. Ask one simple question: What 
meals are already halfway made?

When you cook from the pantry first, the 
grocery store becomes a supporting character 
instead of the star of the show. You stop 
shopping for meals and start shopping to 
finish meals. That shift alone can dramatically 
reduce your grocery bill. 

Pantry-based meals rely on shelf stable 
ingredients that stretch easily, welcome 
substitutions and adapt to whatever you have 
on hand.

A well-used pantry reduces waste, one of 
the most expensive habits in any kitchen. 
Food thrown away is money thrown away, and 
pantry cooking gives forgotten ingredients 
and small leftovers a second chance.

This isn’t about deprivation. It’s about 
competence.

This meal-prep-friendly curried chickpea 
salad is a good example of what pantry 
competence looks like. Made primarily from 
shelf-stable ingredients, it can stand on its 
own or shift roles depending on the meal. 
Spoon it over greens, tuck it into a pita or 
wrap, pile it onto toast or serve it alongside 
a sandwich or bowl of rice. It’s flexible and 
adapts to whatever the day requires.

CURRIED CHICKPEA SALAD 
Yield: 4 servings

Total Time: 30 minutes
1/2 cup mayonnaise or Greek yogurt 
1 tablespoon curry powder
1 teaspoon cumin
1/2 teaspoon turmeric powder
1 tablespoon lemon juice
1 teaspoon red wine vinegar
1/2 teaspoon granulated sugar 
1/4 teaspoon black pepper 
1/2 cup celery, minced
1/4 cup red onion, minced
1/4 cup green onion, thinly sliced
2 (15-ounce) cans low or no sodium 
garbanzo beans (chickpeas), drained
1/2 cup fresh cilantro or parsley, 
chopped and loosely packed
1/4 teaspoon salt, optional

In a medium bowl, whisk together the 
mayonnaise or Greek yogurt, curry, cumin, 
turmeric, lemon juice, vinegar, sugar and 
black pepper until smooth. Taste and adjust as 
needed. Set aside.

Mince the celery and onion, thinly slice the 
green onions, and roughly chop the cilantro 
or parsley.

Drain and rinse the chickpeas well. For a 
creamier, more scoopable salad, lightly mash 
about a quarter of the chickpeas with a fork. 
Leave the rest whole for texture.

Add the chickpeas, celery, both onions 
and herbs to the bowl with the dressing. Stir 
gently until everything is evenly coated.

Taste and add salt if needed. Chill for 20-30 
minutes to let the flavors settle or serve right 
away if you’re hangry. 

Why add black pepper? Turmeric’s active 
compound, curcumin, is hard for the body 
to absorb on its own. Black pepper boosts 
absorption by up to 2,000%, making this a 
smart pairing, not just a flavorful one.

Once you know how to turn pantry staples 
into real meals, you gain flexibility. You’re 
less vulnerable to price swings, less tempted 
by takeout on tired nights and more confident 
you can feed yourself well even when things 
get tight. Cheap meals come from building 
skills, learned in the pantry.

One Mother’s Day I decided we should 
have a small memorial to our mother who 
had died twenty years prior, before I got 
to know her very well. She was a small 
woman, barely five feet tall, but very curvy 
as I remember it. She had brown hair, which 
she said was curly until she had scarlet fever 
when it all went straight. She grew up on 
a horse ranch in Colorado and was forever 
resentful that her stepfather would let her go 
to only the second grade, insisting that she 
drop out and help him with the horses.

She met my father when she went to cook 
on a big ranch where he worked. They had 
a lovely sweet romance until he went off 
to war and they married when he returned.

“I was with you,” Kate chimed in. “I 
remember it well. They were practically 
giving away extras so we had a whole bunch 
of Bonanzas. Mom couldn’t quite keep up 
with the calling, so I kept checking her cards. 
‘I think you Bingo on the next number,’ I 
remember whispering. And she did, and we 
collected $300 to splurge in the gift shop.”

And thus went our little memorial for our 
dear little mama.

Cooler Hand Breaks a 
Player’s Heart in Poker’s 
Most Prestigious Tournament

One of the most prestigious poker 
tournaments in the world is the $50,000 buy-
in Poker Players Championship, held annually 
at the World Series of Poker (WSOP) in Las 
Vegas.

The event, which dates back to 2006, is 
the highest-stakes mixed-games event. Some 
of the biggest names in poker have won the 
tournament including the inaugural winner, 
the late David “Chip” Reese, for whom 
the championship trophy is named. Other 
winners include Scotty Nguyen, Daniel 
Negreanu, two-time winner Dan Cates, three-
time winner Brian Rast, and Michael “The 
Grinder” Mizrachi, who won the tournament 
for a record fourth time at the 2025 WSOP for 
$1,331,322.

It was during the most recent iteration that 
a truly remarkable hand took place on Day 4.

The 107-entry field had been reduced to 
the final 11 players in Level 20 in a round 
of pot-limit Omaha (PLO). That is a game 
where each player receives four hole cards 
(as opposed to two in no-limit Texas hold’em) 
and must use two from their hand and three 
from the five community cards (the flop, turn, 
and river just like in hold’em) to make their 
best five-card hand.

Poker pro Erick Lindgren raised the button 
holding the As4sKc9d and Portugal’s Joao 
Vieira defended from the big blind with the 
Js9s8s2c. The Ah7s5d flop saw both players 
check, and then the dealer burned and turned 
the 6s.

Vieira turned the nut straight and bet 
150,000, which Lindgren called holding top 
pair and an ace-high flush draw. The 10s river 
completed the flush draw, but it was bad news 
for Lindgren as Vieira had rivered a straight 
flush!

With so much money on the line, not to 
mention the prestigious title, it looked like 
disaster was inevitable. Vieira bet again, this 
time 245,000, and Lindgren paused for a few 
beats before raising to 750,000, which left 
him a little over 400,000 behind.

Vieira took his time before announcing that 
he was all in, and that left Lindgren shaking 
his head and asking, “For real?”

With an ace-high flush, the only hand that 
beat Lindgren’s was exactly the 9s8s for a 
straight flush. Could Vieira really have it? 
Perhaps the better question was, would Vieira 
really move all in with a worse hand? Even if 
he had a king-high spade flush, it’s unlikely 
he’d jam after Lindgren had raised.

There’s no doubt it was a tough spot, and 
some critics think Lindgren should’ve folded 
and preserved what few chips he had left. 
However, he did call off his remaining stack, 
perhaps thinking there was a chance that 
Vieira either did shove with a king-high flush 
or was perhaps bluffing holding a straight 
flush blocker (i.e. he had only the 9s or 8s and 
thought he could represent a straight flush). 
Of course, we know that Vieira actually had 
the goods, so Lindgren’s crying call was in 
vain.

Lindgren was eliminated in 11th place for 
$121,573, while Vieira went on to finish in 
fifth place for $298,614.

Epic Royal Streak
The hope of all video poker players is to 

hit a royal flush. Sometimes it takes weeks, 
even months or years before you hit one; 
other times, you might just get lucky and 
hit one or two right quick. Think that’s 
impossible? Read on because I’m going to 
share with you a remarkable streak of royal 
flushes that happened to me. (I’m doing this 
not to gloat or boast about my good fortune 
but rather to show you it can happen even 
with long odds.)

My streak began when I hit two royal flushes 
on two consecutive trips playing 9/6 Jacks or 
Better. This was certainly exciting but it’s 
nothing compared to what happened next.

My wife and I went to Las Vegas for a 
two-week vacation and during this time I 
hit three more royal flushes and she hit two. 
When we returned home, I proceeded to hit 
six more royal flushes over the course of one 
month. Final tally was 11 royal flushes over 
a period of about two months.

Several of the royal flushes were 
memorable. In one session, I was dealt a 
royal. (The odds of this happening are 1 
in 649,740). On three consecutive playing 
sessions, I was dealt only one four-card 
royal flush over roughly six hours of play. 
Each time I hit the draw button I got the card 
I needed for a royal flush. In one stretch, I hit 
four royal flushes in each of four consecutive 
trips to the same casino. (I wound up with 
seven royals in eight consecutive playing 
sessions.)

It certainly takes a bit of luck to get a royal 
streak like mine but it’s also important that 
you know the right playing strategies. For 
example, in one of my hands I was dealt a 
high pair along with a four-card royal flush. 
Many players would hold the paying high 
pair rather than hold the four cards to the 
royal. That’s a costly mistake; in the long 
run, you’ll earn more money by holding the 
four cards to the royal (yes, most times you 
won’t draw the card you need for the royal 
but it only has to happen once to more than 
make up for the losses). Needless to say, I 
made the correct play, held the four cards to 
the royal and got the card I needed on the 
draw for a royal flush.

In another hand, I was dealt a three-card 
straight flush that contained one gap along 
with two cards to the royal flush. Most players 

when confronted with this hand would hold 
the three cards to the straight flush; however, 
that is another mistake. The correct play is 
to hold the two suited high cards (i.e., two 
cards to the royal) over the three cards to the 
straight flush with gaps. (This is what I did 
and, fortunately, got the three cards I needed 
on the draw for a royal flush.)

Do you get my point about the importance 
of knowing the playing strategy? If I didn’t 
play the above two hands correctly, I would 
have missed out on two potential royal 
flushes during my streak.

Sometimes, even using perfect playing 
strategy, you can go hand after hand without 
getting a royal flush. I know this can be 
frustrating. However, if you continue to 
practice the playing strategies at home on 
your computer so that you can play every 
hand perfectly in a casino, take along a 
strategy card when you do play just in 
case, and have enough bankroll to weather 
those inevitable royal flush droughts, you’ll 
still be in the game when the royals finally 
come. Just don’t abandon the ship—stay the 
course by playing only games that return 
over 99.5% with perfect playing strategy, 
have enough playing bankroll, and take 
advantage of casino promotions to increase 
your cashback and bounce back, and in the 
long run you’ll do just fine.

What are the benefits of washing your 
hands?

Health care 
professionals wash their hands (or use hand 
sanitizer) before and after every patient. It 
only takes 20 seconds for it to be effective.

$1.8 Billion Powerball Winner
An Arkansas lottery player officially 
claimed more than $1.8 billion in winnings 
after winning the Christmas Eve 2025 
Powerball drawing. The individual recently 
stepped forward as the winner of the 
Dec. 24 Powerball drawing, the second-
largest jackpot in both Powerball and U.S. 
lottery history, according to the  Arkansas 
Scholarship Lottery. It marked the largest 
jackpot in 2025 too, the  Associated 
Press  noted. The winner matched all five 
white balls and the red Powerball with the 
numbers 4, 25, 31, 52, 59 and red Powerball 
19. They opted to take the one-time $834.9 
million pre-tax cash option. Sharon Strong, 
executive director of ASL, said the winner 
“took the time to seek legal counsel and 
financial advice” as recommended by lottery 
officials before officially claiming their 
prize.

Wishing Well Walk Brings Win
The day after a chance walk put her in the 
path of a wishing well, a mom ended up 
getting exactly what she hoped for. Rebecca 
Hulatt, 43, recently took home a £250,000 
prize (approximately $340,000) from the 
U.K.’s National Lottery Instant Win Game. 
Hulatt, who works as a nurse, told lottery 
officials that just before her big win, she was 
taking a walk in the Peak District with her 
19-year-old son Brandon—something that 
only happened because his car happened to 
break down. “Before Brandon met up with 
his friends, we went for a walk and came 
across a little wishing well tucked away 
on the trail,” she said. “We both threw in 
50p. He wished for a new car, I wished to 
come into some money.” After a long shift 
at the hospital the very next day, the nurse 
explained that she “decided to unwind by 
playing a National Lottery Instant Win Game 
and suddenly saw I’d won.” Hulatt’s first big 

purchase with her lottery funds was a new 
Audi A1 for Brandon, who was struggling 
to get by with his old vehicle. “To think that 
both our wishes came true at the same time 
is just unbelievable,” Hulatt added. “The 
Peak District already held special memories 
for us, but now it feels like the most magical 
place in the world.” A longtime racing fan, 
Hulatt told lottery officials that she’s looking 
forward to spending more time at the tracks 
alongside her son. She’s also placed an offer 
on a larger home with more green space. 
“Having a garden of my own feels like such 
a dream. I can’t wait to stretch my green 
fingers again and just spend time outdoors at 
home,” she added.

Nap Mishap Jackpot
A napping mishap led to a jackpot for 
one nursing student. The Bedford, Ohio 
woman told lottery officials that she had 
just  wrapped up a long day of work  on 
Valentine’s Day when she decided it was 
time for a nap. However, her period of rest 
was cut short when she fell out of bed and 
woke up. She decided not to go back to 
sleep and instead chose to go out to a local 
Walmart, where she used the dollar she won 
through a previous scratch-off ticket to buy 
a Rolling Cash 5 ticket. She purchased her 
ticket just nine minutes before the nightly 
drawing. After returning home, she checked 
it with the winning numbers and saw she 
had matched all five, which meant she won 
the game’s $130,000 jackpot. She said her 
win felt “meant to be” because of the perfect 
timing of her night. She told Ohio Lottery 
officials that she plans to use her prize to pay 
off some of her debt, purchase a new car and 
contribute to her savings. Additionally, she 
said the prize money will allow her to work 
less as she finishes her nursing degree. The 
nursing student’s total prize money, after 
taxes amounting to 26.75%, was $95,225.

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Thefts of Taxpayer Money 
 

Note to thieves: Don’t get stopped on a 
traffic violation while you’re carrying stolen 
goods and electronics in your car. One pathetic 
criminal was stopped while transporting 
electronics that were bought by an in-house 
thief at the VA who was in charge of buying 
goods with government credit cards. 

The VA thief had handed over part of 
his $200,000 stash of stolen electronics to 
have them sold by his thief partner. Found 
in the traffic stop were phones, a gun with 
a magazine, stolen credit cards and a pile 
of cash. At the VA thief’s home additional 
electronic items were found.

Unfortunately, these thieves will only serve 
a year in prison, but they do have to pay back 
nearly $200,000.

The VA’s Office of Inspector General (along 
with the IRS and the SBA) was in on the 
investigation of a thief who stole $1 million 
in CARES Act funds — and bought himself 
a 9-hole golf course. The Coronavirus Aid, 
Relief and Economic Security money was to 
help small businesses stay afloat through the 
Covid pandemic, a loan to be used for payroll, 
rent, mortgage and other business expenses. 

The thief owned four companies at the 
time and applied for economic injury money 
on all of them because he wasn’t able to 
get a standard bank loan for the golf course 
purchase. When applying for the money, 
he neglected to mention that one of the 
companies was being sold to someone else at 
the time.

He could have gotten up to 20 years in 
prison and a fine of $250,000. Instead, he 
was sentenced to only 15 months in prison 
and a year of supervised release — after 
fraudulently obtaining over a million dollars 
of taxpayer money.

Perhaps taxpayers will get the money back: 
The golf course is currently for sale.
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
